Dr Gunnar Eriksson graduated 1975 in chemistry at Umeå University, Sweden, where his 
main research interest was the development of software programs for the calculation of 
complex multicomponent chemical equilibria, programs which now have developed into 
the successful integrated thermochemical databank system FactSage and ChemApp, a 
programmer’s library for thermochemistry. 
 
Dr Eriksson has published about 80 scientific papers. He has worked mainly in Sweden, 
Canada and Germany and, for shorter periods, in USA, England, Australia and Japan. He 
is presently Managing Director of GTT-Technologies, Herzogenrath, Germany. 
 
His honors and distinctions include: Gunnar Eriksson Special Issue, CALPHAD: Comput. 
Coupling Phase Diagrams Thermochem. 1983, Vol. 7, No. 2, 1997 Extraction and 
Processing Science Award, The Minerals, Metals & Materials Society, USA, 1999 
Falconbridge Innovation Award, Metallurgical Society, Canadian Institute of Metallurgy, 
Canada, and 2007 Gibbs Triangle Award, Calphad, USA.
